Oceans of Fun - One-day adult/child passes are
$25.00. A junior/senior pass is available to children
over 3 years of age and under 48 inches tall, or seniors
age 62 and over, for $17.00.

Worlds of Fun - One-day adult/child passes are
$32.00. A junior/senior pass is available to children
over 3 years of age and under 48 inches tall, or seniors
age 62 and over, for $18.00.

Worlds of Fun Ride and Slide Tickets - are available
for $48.00. This is good for one person to attend
Worlds of Fun and Oceans of Fun on the same day.

A junior/senior pass is available to children over 3
years of age and under 48 inches tall, or seniors age 62
and over for $33.00

Six Flags (St. Louis) - Guest (3 years and older) one-
day tickets are $27.00.

Celebrating

19 Years

For its urban forestry
efforts, the City of Blue
Springs has been a proud
recipient of the annual
"Tree City USA" Award
since 1990. Established
by the National

Arbor Day Foundation, this honor recognizes select
communities for their demonstrated support of municipal
tree betterment programs and projects. To qualify for
the distinction, the City has to establish and maintain a
municipal Tree Commission, oversee a community tree
ordinance, support a Tree Management Program (with

a minimum of $2 spent towards trees per resident), and
sponsor an annual Arbor Day event.

Arbor Day 2010

A special day is set aside each year nationally, dedicated
to planting trees and the importance of trees. The first
Arbor Day took place in 1884 in Nebraska. Today all 50
states celebrate Arbor Day although the dates may vary
in keeping with the local climate.

A 2010 Arbor Day Celebration will take place on
Saturday, April 17, 9:00 am to 1:00 pm at North
Westlake Hardware in Blue Springs. There will

be extensive information at a Tree Care/Pruning
Information Booth. Qualified Park Department staft will
give hands-on demonstrations and answer questions
concerning the proper selection, planting, and pruning
techniques for trees. Most trees do need assistance from
owners to live a long and healthy life. Call Parks &
Recreation at 228-0137 for additional tree care tips.

Dedicate A Tree Program

The Parks & Recreation Department offers a “Dedicate
A Tree Program” which allows an individual or group
to purchase a tree of their choice and then “dedicate”
that tree in honor of an individual or group for planting
at their favorite Blue Springs park site. A personalized
“Dedicate A Tree” certificate will be provided, as well
as the tree being tagged with dedication information.
Selected tree species must be chosen from a preferred
tree list. The price per tree is $110.

Department Adoption Program
The adoption program encourages participation in the
care and upkeep of Blue Springs parks, bike routes, sport
courts, trails, building sites, senior meal deliveries and
recreation programs. Contact Parks & Recreation for

an "Adoption Interest Form" and a listing of adoption
descriptions. Each is very specific and designed to fit
both the adopter and the department's best interests.
From that, an "Adoption Agreement" will be developed.

Park Programs

Park Improvements

Gregory O. Grounds Park & Lake
Remembrance

This park saw several improvements last fall and this
spring, all of which will provide improved opportunities
for our citizens. The new 1.5 mile long trail with 80 foot
long bridge is being completed. A fishing dock has been
installed on the east side of the lake. The addition of a
small dog park is now completed including an expanded
parking lot. We are currently finishing repairs to the
Jefferson Street parking lot. Benches, waste containers,
and signage are all being added to the new trail for this
summer.

Bike Routes and Trail Development

Ready for your use this spring are improved trails on
Quarry Road, Opossum Hollow and Grounds Park. We
are currently installing a new trail surface in Ward Park
and connecting it to Quarry Road. All of the first phase
development of our bike routes and lanes are now open
for use.

Hidden Valley Park

Reconstruction of the main park road was conpleted last
fall. This spring and summer we will be reconstructing
all the original parking lots with new surfaces and
striping.

Young Park Disc Golf
Course

Construction began last spring at
Young Park, with the help of a
grant, funding from the Rotary
Club, the Blue Springs School
District construction trades
classes, and park staff, to build
an 18 hole disc golf course. The
facility is located on the north
end of the park and will feature
changeable disc basket locations and two

tee boxes per hole. It will open this spring and host its
first tournament in May.

Ward Park

We have received Federal ARRA (American Recovery

& Reinvestment Act) funds for the replacement and
expansion of the Ward Park trail. The existing 4’ wide
trail built in 1980 will be replaced with an 8’ wide
asphalt trail which will now connect to Quarry Road trail
to the west. This project will be under construction this
spring and is scheduled to be completed in early summer.

Replacement of Sports Lights

The City has received Federal stimulus funds from the
EECDBG (Energy Efficient Community Development
Block Grant). Part of the funds will be used to replace
the entire sports lighting systems on Pink Hill Park
baseball north and south fields, and at Keystone Park
north and south softball fields. This project is moving
forward with an award of a contract this spring or
summer. We plan to complete work in the fall of 2010.
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Parks & Facilities
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Park Shelters

Seventeen shelters
are located
throughout the Blue
Springs Park System
that are available

for reserved use.

For an $18 fee,

most shelters may

be reserved up to

a five-hour period.
The fee for the larger
Hidden Valley, Young, and Baumgardner Park shelters
is $35. Reservation fee for non-residents is $36 for
regular shelters, and $70 for large shelters. MasterCard,
Discover and Visa are accepted in person or by phone.
Reservations can be made up to one year in advance for
most shelters.

Special Use Permits

A departmental policy requires approval for any special
condition or use within the park system. This would
include the use of a moon walk, a petting zoo, live or
recorded music, tents, etc. Any use of the public park
that is out of the ordinary will require a permit at least
fourteen calendar days prior to the event. Check with
the Parks & Recreation Office to determine if you need a
permit prior to scheduling a function in the park system.

Recreation “Picnic Kits”

“Picnic Kits” are available that include the following
items: volleyball and net, horseshoes, whiffle ball

and bat, soccer ball, football, frisbee, Koosh scoops,
jump rope and lollipop paddles. Other activity items
are also available upon request at no additional cost
including tennis balls and rackets, softballs and bats,
and basketballs. Picnic kit reservations need to be
made at the Parks & Recreation Office. The fee for this
service is $16.50 per kit when a City park shelter has
been reserved, or $27.50 if no shelter is reserved. A $25
refundable deposit is required. A limited number of kits
are available on a first-come, first-serve basis.

“The Picnic/Pool Combo”

For groups that reserve the shelter at Baumgardner Park,
wristbands may also be purchased that allow members
of the group to utilize the Centennial Pool-Plex. Unlike
regular daily admission at the pool, Picnic/Pool Combo
wristbands allow individuals to come and go from

the pool area for the entire time it is open. Reserve

the Baumgardner Park shelter and purchase Picnic/

Pool Combo wristbands at the Parks & Recreation
Department’s front desk at City Hall.

Reservation Fee: $35 resident, $70 non-resident

shelter reservation, plus $3.50 per person. For weekend
reservations, notify the Parks & Recreation Office at
228-0137 no later than Friday morning of the number of
wristbands that are needed.

Rental Facilities

Adams Pointe Golf Club House

With over 100 windows, a 30-foot skylight tower, a
spacious outdoor patio, and modern architectural design,
the natural beauty and picturesque views are brought
indoors at Adams Pointe Golf Club.

Centennial Pool-Plex

Both the indoor pool and outdoor pool are available for
private evening rentals. The 50-meter outdoor pool is
available on Friday, Saturday, and Sunday after 7:30 pm.
The indoor pool is available Monday through Thursday
after 9:00 pm and Friday, Saturday, and Sunday at 7:30
pm. Get exclusive use of the indoor or outdoor pool for
a birthday party, scout group, or sports team. Indoor
rentals are $90 for the first hour and each additional
half-hour is $40. Outdoor rentals are $120 for first hour
and $45 for each additional half-hour. Both require a
$50 refundable cleaning deposit.

Departmental Athletic Fields

Baseball, softball, soccer, and football fields are
available for rental groups, subject to scheduled
activities by the Parks & Recreation Department and the
various youth leagues. Facilities may be rented by the
hour or on a daily basis. Call 228-0137 for availability
and prices.

Gazebo

Great for weddings
and special events,
a gazebo is located
in Rotary Park at
Railroad Lake. This |
22-foot, scenic -~
facility overlooking
a lake is available to
Blue Springs residents
for an $18 fee, non-
residents $36.

Vesper Hall Community Center

The community center is open and available for group
rental purposes and seats up to 300 guests, banquet
style. It is excellent for weddings, receptions, banquets,
reunions, or club meetings. This 14,000 square foot,
premiere facility is located at 400 NW Vesper, adjacent
to Rotary Park at Railroad Lake. Rental packages are
available for the large multi-purpose room, a smaller
meeting room, or entire building which includes a
full-service kitchen.
